Key Truth

Deacons are chosen for character before competence.

The Three Qualifications:

1. Good Reputation
Public trust inside and outside the church

2. Full of the Holy Spirit
Spirit-led discernment, not task-only service

3. Full of Wisdom
Practical, godly judgment under pressure



Teaching Emphasis

Deacons are spiritual leaders, not:

• Event planners
• Enforcers
• Errand runners

This is spiritual leadership, not volunteer 
staffing

Deacons must handle people, problems, and 
pressure
